The Job Service Employer Committee (JSEC) would like to invite you to participate in a scholarship contest to contribute to your future financial needs in furthering your education.

The labor market of the 21st century is going to be more demanding than ever for you.  Jobs are becoming more and more competitive each day.  JSEC has developed a scholarship program to encourage you to achieve your goals and help to ready yourself to meet that challenge.   The JSEC scholarship can be used at all different schools of higher learning, whether it is at a Vo-Tech school, a two-year program, or a four-year university system.  The scholarship has no state limitations on it so may be applied for if you are planning on attending a program outside of the state of Montana. 

In order to be considered for the scholarship each candidate must complete the following: the JSEC application and a written composition addressing the career of your choice, including the reasons why you have chosen that field and how you plan to pursue the chosen field.

The selections will be made by a sub-committee of the group and based on a point system.  There will be five main categories the committee will judge on and they are as follows: the career composition, which carries the heaviest weight 1-5 points, financial need 1-3 points, community involvement 1-2 points, letters  of recommendation 1-3 points and finally GPA, which will be given 1-2 points. Total possible points could be 15 and the application will be scored using this system.  In the career composition you should state, what it is you want to study, why and how you plan to go about it.  Do you also have back-up plan if needed?  Give the committee the details of how you plan to get from Step 1 to Step 2 etc. 

This scholarship will be awarded to the candidate whose application and composition were successful in advancing to the final stages of the contest, which will be an oral interview on the career of your choice.  The scholarship is open for application beginning February 15 2012, through March 15, 2012.

Please find attached;  the application form for our scholarship to assist in furthering your education.  These need to be completed and returned to the Glasgow Job Service Center by 5:00 p.m. March 15, 2012.  The address is Northeast MT Job Service Workforce Center, 74 4th St. North , Glasgow, Montana 59230.  The committee will review them and interview selections will be made during the third week of March.  The winner will be selected the last week of  March and submitted for the state scholarship sponsored by the state MSEC on the 1st of April. Candidates will be notified by home telephone or through the school system.
